Q What exactly is an “object?” s it a grammatical term?
When is it used?

A
Yes, “object” is a grammatical term. To put it simply, an obiect s a noun
or pronoun that receives the action of a verb.
For example, take the sentence: *| study Korean.” The action “study”
needs something to study, and in this case, that is “Korean.” So,
“Korean is the object of the verb “study” because it is what the
studying is directed at.
Here's another example: “We know that person.” The action *know”

person” is the obiect of the verb *know” because it s the target of the
knowing.

To help you better understand the concept of an object, lets talk about
1o types of verbs: transitive and Intranstive. An object can only follow
